The bidder shall complete the offer letter (Chapter 1) and the price schedule (SOR)
furnished in the bid documents, indicating the goods to be supplied, description of the
goods, associated technical literature, quantity and prices etc.

The offer should remain valid for a period of 30 days from the date of opening.

Terms & Conditions

3.1 The contract shall be initially for a period of one year further extendable on mutual agreement.
RailTel can cancel the contract after a giving one month notice if service of the firm is not found
to be satisfactory or if requirement is cease to exist.

3.2 Performance Bank Guarantee (PBG):

a. Firm is directed to furnish the Performance Guarantee Bond in the form of DD/Online
transfer amounting 10% of the contract value for successful completion of the work within
15 (Fifteen) days in favour of M/s RailTel Corporation of India Ltd.,6th Floor, IlIrd Block,
Delhi Technology Park, Shastri Park, Delhi-110053 within 10 days from the date of issue
of this PO. Extension of time for submission of PBG beyond 15 (Fifteen) days and up to
30 days from the date of issue of PO may be given by the authority who is competent to
sign the contract agreement. However, a penal interest of 15% per annum shall be charged
for the delay beyond 30 (thirty) days, i.e. from 31st day after the date of issue of PO. In
case the contractor fails to submit the requisite PBG even after 60 days from the date of
issue of PO, the contract shall be terminated.

b. A separate advice of the BG will invariably be sent by the BG issuing bank to the RailTel’s
Bank through SFMS and only after this the BG will become acceptable to RailTel. It is
therefore in own interest of bidder to obtain RailTel’s bank IFSC code, its branch and
address and advise these particulars to the BG issuing bank and request them to send advice
of BG through SFMS to the RailTel’s Bank

Note: In case value of BG comes to Rs. 5 Lakhs or less, same should
be submitted in the form of DD/Banker cheque only.

3.3 RailTel may encash the BG in case of firm fails to comply as per the terms and conditions of

3.6 Unlimited breakdown calls including supply of spares and replacement of spares of the
complete system as and when needed have to be provided free of cost to RailTel.

3.7 In case less than 4 maintenance visits are carried out, the cost of per visit per UPS will not
be paid and additionally 5% penalty of quarterly payment will be imposed.

3.8 The Service Support by the contractor must be available on phone/fax/e-mail 24x7x365 hours
for fault reporting and corrective actions. Emergency calls will be attended with utmost priority
keeping aside any protocol and obligation.

3.9 Contractor shall furnish an escalation matrix to RailTel as soon as the contract is placed on

them.
3.10 The contractor must ensure the attendance of service engineer within 3 hrs. on call.
3.11 If UPS is down beyond prescribed time limit, a penalty 5% of quarterly payment
will be charged or recovered from the pending payments.
3.12 Any System failing at subsystem level at least three times in three months, displaying

chronic system design or manufacturing defects of quality control problem has to be totally
replaced by the vendor at his cost and risk within 30 days.

3.13 Contractor shall use their own testing instruments/tools/any other item required for
maintenance of equipment. If any testing equipment is required for testing and maintenance,
same shall be arranged by contractor free of cost.

3.14 Contractor shall nominate qualified Engineer “CAMC Engineer” who shall be solely
responsible to coordinate with his counterparts in maintenance team and report the progress and
status of various complains to the concerned region of RailTel.

3.15 Contractor shall arrange for adequate transportation for their staff and material as per
requirement.

3.16 Contractor shall allocate sufficient man power for deploying in the event for
simultaneous fault.

3.17 Contractor shall take all due necessary safety precautions while carrying out the work
at site. RailTel shall have no responsibility whatsoever for claims arising for negligence,
accident or any other reason for the personnel deployed by you or your sub vendor or sub-
contractor.

3.18 The tenderer should submit their strategy and plan for providing maintenance
support during CAMC Period. The plan should broadly and essentially cover the
following: -

3.18.1 Complete visual inspection of the UPS including sub-assemblies, wire harnesses,
contacts, cables, major components and air filters.

3.18.2 Checking of inverter and rectifier boards, and all mechanical connections for heat
discoloration and tightness.

3.18.3 Replacement of any life limited component that may have failed or shows the signs
of failure.

3.18.4 Checking, cleaning of dust, moisture and grime in the UPS enclosure.

3.18.5 Earthing connections of UPS.

3.19 Exclusions: The following services are not included in this Scheme, but could be
done on payment basis:

Missing/stolen parts in the UPS and DC / Battery backup source.

Any unsettled dispute
shall be settled in terms of Indian Act of Arbitration and conciliation 1996 or any
amendment thereof. Place of arbitration shall be New Delhi. The Arbitral Tribunal shall
consist of the sole arbitrator appointed by mutual agreement of the parties. All
arbitration proceedings shall be conducted in English.

Tenderer shall state in the tender his postal address fully and clearly. Any
communication sent to the Tenderers by post at his said address shall be deemed to have
reached the tenderer duly & timely, not withstanding the fact the communication could
not reach the tenderer at all or in time for whatever reason. Important documents shall
be sent by Registered post.

Law governing the contract.

The contract shall be governed by the law for the time being in force in the Republic of
India. Compliance to regulations and bye-laws-The contractor shall conform to the
provision of any statute relating to the works and regulations and bye-laws of any local
authority and of any water and lighting companies or undertakings, with whose system
the work is proposed to be connected and shall before making any variation from the
drawings or the specifications that may be necessitated by so confirming give to the
Engineer notice specifying the variation proposed to be made and the reason for making
the variation and shall not carry out such variation until he has received instructions
from the Engineer in respect thereof. The Contractor shall be bound to give all notices
required by statute, regulation or bye-laws as aforesaid and to pay all fees and taxed
payable to any authority in respect thereof.

Force Majeure clause:-

If at any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance, in whole or
part, by either party, of any obligation under this contract shall be prevented or delayed
by reason of any war, hostility, act of the public enemy, Civil Commotion, Sabotage,
Fires, Floods, Earth quakes, explosions, strikes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions,
lockouts, any statute, statutory rules/regulation, order of requisitions issued by any
Government Department of Competent Authority or acts of God (here-in-after referred
to as event) then provided notice of the happening of any such event is given by either
party to the other within twenty one days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither
party shall, by reason of such event, be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either
party have any claim for damage against the other in respect of such non-performance
or delay in performance, and the obligations under the contract shall be resumed as soon
as practicable after such event has come to an end or ceased to exist, Provided further
that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract of
prevented or delayed by reason of any such event beyond a period as mutually agreed
to by the RailTel and the Contractor after any event or 60 days in the absence of such
an agreement whichever is more, either party may at its option to terminate the contract
provided also that if the contract is so terminated under this clause the RailTel may at
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the time of such termination take over from the Contractor at prices as provided for in
the contract, all works executed or works under execution.

1.5 Illegal Gratification:-

Any bribe, commission, gift or advantage given, promised or offered by or on behalf to
the contractor or his partner, agent or servant or anyone on his behalf to any officer or
employees of the RailTel, or to any person on his behalf in relation to obtaining or the
execution of this or any other contract with the RailTel shall, in addition or any criminal
liability which he may incur, subject the contractor to the rescission of the contract and
all other contracts with the RailTel and to the payment of any loss or damage resulting
from such decision and the RailTel shall be entitled to deduct the amounts so payable
from any moneys due to the Contractor (s) under this contract or any other contracts
with the RailTel.

The contractor shall not lend or borrow from or have or enter into any monitory dealings or
transactions either directly or indirectly with any employee of the RailTel and if he shall do so,
the RailTel shall be entitled forthwith to rescind the contract and all other contracts with the
RailTel. Any question or dispute as to the commission or any shall offence or compensation
payable to the RailTel under this clause shall be settled by the Regional General Manager of
RailTel, in such a manner as shall consider fit and sufficient and his decision shall be final and
conclusive. In the event of rescission of the contract under this clause, the contractor will not
be paid any compensation whatsoever except payment for the work done up to date of
rescission.

1.6 LABOUR

Wages to Labour- The contractor shall be responsible to ensure compliance with the
provisions of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (hereinafter referred to as the “said Act”) and the
Rules made there-under in respect of any employees directly or through petty contractors or
sub contractors employed by him on road construction or in building operations or in stone
breaking or stone crushing for the purpose of carrying out this contract. If in compliance with
the terms of the contract, the contractor supplied any labour to be used wholly or partly under
the direct orders and control of the RailTel whether in connection with any work being executed
by the contractor or otherwise for the purpose of the RailTel such labour shall, for the purpose
of the clause, still be deemed to be persons employed by the contractor. If any moneys shall as
a result of any claim or application made under the said Act be directed to be paid by the
RailTel, such moneys shall be deemed to be moneys payable to the RailTel by the Contractor
and on failure by the contractor to repay any moneys paid by it as aforesaid with seven days
after the same shall have been demanded, the RailTel shall be entitled to recover the same form
any moneys due or accruing to the contractor under this or any other contractor with the
RailTel.

7.13.1 Apprentices Act

The contractor shall be responsible to ensure compliance with the provisions of
the Apprentices Act 1961 and the Rules and Orders issued the re-under from
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time to time in respect of apprentices directly through petty contractors or sub-
contractors employed by him for purpose of carrying out the contract. If the
Contractor directly or through petty contractor or sub-contractors fails to do so,
his failure will be breach of the contract and the RailTel may, in its discretion,
rescind the contract. The Contractor shall also be liable for any pecuniary
liability arising on account of any violation of the provisions of the Act.

7.13.2 Provisions of Payments of Wages Act-

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of the payment of Wages Act,
1936 and the rules made there under in respect of all employees directly or
through petty contractors or sub-contractors employed by him in the works. If
in compliance with the terms of the contract, the contractor directly or through
petty contractors or sub-contractors shall supply any labour to be used wholly
or partly under the direct orders and control of the Engineer whether in
connection with the works to be executed hereunder or otherwise for the
purpose of the Engineer such labour shall nevertheless be deemed to comprise
persons employed by the contractor, and any moneys which may be ordered to
be paid by the Engineers shall be deemed to be moneys payable by the
Engineer on moneys due to the contractor in terms of the contractor (whether
under this contract or any other contract all moneys paid or payable by the
RailTel by way of compensation of aforesaid or for costs of expenses in
connection with any claim thereto and the decision of the Engineer upon any
question arising out of the effect or force of this clause shall be final and
binding upon the contractor.

7.13.3 Provision of Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act 1970

1. The contractor shall comply with the provision of the Contract Labour
(Regulation and Abolition) Act 1970 and the Contract Labour (Regulation
and Abolition) Act, Central Rules 1971 as modified from time to time,
whenever applicable and shall also indemnify the RailTel from and against
any claims under the aforesaid Act and the Rules.

2. The contractor shall obtain a valid license under the aforesaid Act as
modified from time to time before the commencement of the work and
continue to have a valid license until the completion of the work. Any
failure to fulfill this requirement shall attract the penal provision of the
Contract arising out of the resultant non-execution of the work.

3. The contractor shall pay to the labour employed by him directly or through
sub-contractors the wages as per provisions of the aforesaid Act and the
Rules wherever applicable. The Contractor shall notwithstanding the
provisions of the contract to the contrary, cause to be paid the wages to
labour indirectly engaged on the work including any engaged by his sub
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contractors in connection with the said work, as if the labour had been
immediately employed by him.

4. In respect of all labour directly or indirectly employed in the work for
performance of the contractor’s part of the contract the contractor shall
comply with or cause to be complied with the provisions of the aforesaid
Act and the Rules wherever applicable.

5. In every case in which, by virtue of the provisions of the aforesaid Act or
the Rules, the RailTel is obliged to pay any amount of wages to a workmen
employed by the contractor or his sub-contractor in execution of the work
or to incur any expenditure in providing welfare and health amenities
required to be provided under the aforesaid Act and the Rules or to incur
any expenditure in providing welfare and health amenities required to be
provided under the aforesaid Act the Rules or to incur any expenditure on
account of the contingent liability of the RailTel due to contractor’s failure
to fulfill his statutory obligations under the aforesaid Act or the Rules the
RailTel will recover from the contractor, the amount of wages so paid or
the amount of expenditure so incurred, and without prejudice to the rights
of the RailTel under section 20, sub section (2) and section 2 sub-section
(4) of the aforesaid Act, the RailTel shall be at liberty to recover such
amount or part thereof by deducting it from the security deposit and/or from
any sum due by the RailTel to the contractor whether under the contract or
otherwise. The RailTel shall not be bound to contest any claim made against
it under sub section (1) of section 20 and sub section (4) of section 21 of the
aforesaid Act except on the written request of the contractor and upon his
giving to the RailTel full security for all costs for which the RailTel might
become liable in contesting such claim. The decision of the RailTel
regarding the amount actually recoverable from the contractor as stated
above shall be final and binding on the contractor.

7.13.4 Reporting of Accidents to Labor

The contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all employees directly or through
petty contractors or sub-contractors employed by him on the works and shall report
serious accidents to any of them however and wherever occurring on the works to the
Engineer or the Engineer’s representative and shall make every arrangement to render
all possible assistance.

7.13.5 Provisions of Workmen’s Compensation Act-

In every case, in which by virtue of the provision of section 12 sub section (1) of the
Workmen’s Compensation Act, 1923, RailTel is obliged to pay compensation to
workman directly or through the petty contractor employed by the contractor or sub-
contractor, in executing the work, RailTel will recover from the contractor the amount
of the compensation so paid, and without prejudice to the right of RailTel under section
12 sub section (2) of the said Act. RailTel shall be at liberty to recover such amount or

any part thereof by deducting it from the security deposit or from any sum due by
RailTel to the Contractor whether under these conditions or otherwise, RailTel shall not
be bound to contest any claim made against it under Section 12, Sub Section (1) of the
said Act except on the written request of the contractor and upon his giving to RailTel
full security for the all costs for which RailTel might become liable in consequence of
contesting such claim.

Determination of Contract:

Right of RailTel to determine the contract: The RailTel shall be entitled to determine
and terminate the contract at any time, should in the RailTel’s opinion, the cessation of
the work becomes necessary owing to paucity of funds or from any other cause
whatever, in which case the value of approved materials at site and of work done to date
by the Contractor will be paid for in full at the rate specified in the contract. Notice in
writing from the RailTel of such determination and the reasons thereof shall be
conclusive evidence thereof.

Payment on determination of contract: Should the contract be determined under sub
clause (1) of this clause and the Contractor claims payment for expenditure incurred by
him in the expectation of completing the whole of the work, the RailTel shall admit and
consider such claims as are deemed reasonable and are supported by vouchers to the
satisfactions of the Engineer. The RailTel’s decision on the necessity and property of
such expenditure shall be final and conclusive.

The contractor shall have no claim to any payment of compensation of otherwise,
however on account of any profit or advantage which he might have derived from the
execution of the work in full but which he did not derive in consequence of
determination of contract.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT OWING TO DEFAULT OF
CONTRACTOR:
As per clause 7, chapter-4 of tender document.

RIGHT OF RAILTEL AFTER TERMINATION OF CONTRACT OWING TO
DEFAULT OF CONTRACTOR :

a) The contractor shall have no claim to compensation for any loss sustained by
him by reason of his having purchased or procured any materials or entered into any
commitments or made any advances on account of or with a view to the execution

of the works or the performance of the contract and contractor shall not be
entitled  to recover or be paid any sum for any works thereto not actually
performed under the contract, unless or until the Engineer shall have certified the
performance of such work and the value payable in respect thereof and the
Contractor shall only be entitled to be paid the value so certified.
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b)

The Engineer or Engineer’s Representative shall be entitled to take possession
of any materials, tools, implements, machinery or buildings on the works or on the

property on which these are being or ought to have been executed, and to retain
the employ the same in further execution of the works without the contractor

being entitled to any compensation for the use and employment thereof or for
wear and tear or destruction thereof.

The Engineer shall, as soon as may be practicable after removal of the contractor
fix and determine expert or by or after reference to the parties or after such
investigation or enquiries as he may consider fit to make or institute and shall
certify what amount (if any) has at the time of termination of the contract been
reasonably earned by or would reasonably accrue to the Contractor in respect
of the work then actually done by him under the contract what was the value of
any unused or partially use materials, any constructional plants and any
temporary works upon the site. The legitimate amount due to the contractor after
making  necessary deductions and certified by the Engineer should be released
expeditiously.

1.10 SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTE AND ARBITRATION:-

Any dispute or difference whatsoever arising between the parties out of relating to
the construction, meaning, scope, operation or effect of this contract or the validity
or the breach thereof shall be settled by a sole arbitrator in accordance with
provisions contained in Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 as amended  and
the award made in pursuance thereof shall be binding on the parties. The venue of
such arbitration or proceedings thereof shall be New Delhi.

All arbitration proceedings shall be conducted in English. Resources against any
Arbitral award so rendered may be entered into court having jurisdiction or
application may be made to such court for the order of enforcement as the case may
be.

The Arbitral Tribunal shall consist of the sole Arbitrator appointed by mutual
agreement of the parties. The award by the Arbitral Tribunal shall be final and
binding on both the parties i.e. contractor and RailTel Corporation of India Ltd.
Each of the parties agree that no withstanding that the matter may be referred to
Arbitrator as provided therein, the parties shall nevertheless pending the resolution
of the controversy or disagreement continue to fulfill their obligation under this
agreement so far as they are reasonably able to do so.
